                        REPORT OF IJDVL & IDOJ

IJDVL Report 2017-18 & Budget (Indian Journal of Dermatology, Venereology and Leprology)
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Dr.Saumya Panda

Article submission status:

As of now, the number of authors registered with the website is 7247. In 2017, 713 authors have submitted manuscripts, out of which 43 have submitted more than one manuscript.  448 (48%) manuscripts have been submitted from abroad, of which 105 (43%) were original articles. In 2017, the number of articles submitted in the categories of original article, review article, case reports and others was 243, 19, 240 and 441 respectively, amounting to a total of 943 articles in the entire calendar year.

Origin of authors:

Undoubtedly, the maximum number of submissions was from India, followed by Iran, Spain, Turkey, China, Egypt, Italy and Korea.

Performance for the year:

Out of 943 articles submitted in 2017, let us have a close look on the time taken for review of the articles. On an average, 10.81 days were needed to suggest reviewers. 14.11 days were taken by the reviewers to give a decision. The editor took 10.41 days to arrive at a decision.  15.41 days were taken from first decision until revision had arrived. Number of articles which were re-reviewed was 71. 7.71 days were taken for re-review by reviewers. 10.43 days were taken to the send revision decision by editors. 28.57 days were taken from revision receipt to revision decision. If we take into consideration the accepted papers only, average time taken from first submission to acceptance was 200.97 days and 51.39 days were taken from the acceptance of the article to its publication.

Citation analysis 2017:

The SJR, cites per document and total number of cites for 2009 to 2016 were 0.59, 1.75 and 429 respectively, the H-index being 34. As per the Scimago Journal and Country ranking, IJDVL was ranked number one, amongst the dermatology journals in Asia. The Impact Factor in 2017 was 1.948, a rise of 31% over the previous year.

Yearly acceptance rate:

Of the 2017 articles, 129 (14%) were accepted, 639 (68%) were rejected and 175 (19%) articles were under review.

Reviewers’ performance:

In our database, the total number of reviewers was 946, of whom 500 were of Indian origin. 694 reviewers were on time, 385 were late to respond and unfortunately, 59 did not return the manuscript.

New features of the journal:

· The quality of images has been improved dramatically. We now have two dedicated image editors.

· For proper functioning of courier system for dispatch of journal issues, there needs to be synchronization between OMAS (Online Membership Access System) and journal subscriber database, which is being looked into by the Hon. Secretary General, IADVL.

· New article categories and features have been introduced like pearls, award articles and video files.

 IDOJ was started as start-up online (e-version) journal by the Indian Association of Dermatologists Venereologists and Leprologists (IADVL) in 2010. Over the years, IDOJ has made its respectable place among dermatology journals not only in India but at the global level with indexing in most standard agencies including PubMed Central. IDOJ home page, layout of online published articles and articles submission system and tracking of submitted manuscripts has been recently improved for the benefit of authors. Manuscripts published in IDOJ have figured among top 10 articles in 2017 of all the journals published by Medknow/Wolters Kluwer (India) Pvt Ltd. Additionally, newly introduced sections such as dermoscopy received huge response from authors and readers. Despite rapid growth, relatively short time to publication, and modest acceptance rate of 20% in 2017, the journal's editorial dedication to quality has remained consistently high. Considering the mandate of MCI regarding the requirement of publications in printed journals for promotion of teaching medical faculty, national executive committee of IADVL has proposed to make IDOJ a print journal from January 2018. Copies of Jan-Feb 2018 issues have already been posted to authors and all medical colleges across the country.

I take this opportunity to congratulate the winners of the best published papers in IDOJ during 2017 in various categories as follows; original article by Akhtar S, Hassan I, Rasool F, Bhat YJ, Sheikh G.  Second long case titled carbon baby with difference eliciting extremely rare presentation of cutaneous mastocytosis as carbon baby with c-KIT mutation was a surprising association presented by Dr.Harshada Mithari (registrar).

 It was followed by series of spots on:

 1) Infective dermatology presented by Dr. Mayuri Kalantri consisting of common infective etiologies in immunocompromised patients.

 2) Dermatologic oncology presented by Dr. Siddhi Patadia having varying presentations of underlying malignancies with cutaneous metastasis showing positivity for immunohistochemistry of primary tumour. 

3) Unusual presentation of connective tissue diseases presented by Dr. Shefali Saini showing rare case of APLA syndrome secondary to SLE with all four affliction of limbs, elastosis perforating serpiginosa secondary to penicillamine.

 4) periocular dermatoses by Dr. Ankita Maheshwari stressing the importance of regional dermatology and how it helps us to make a quicker diagnosis

Meeting was called to order by the President. A minute of silence was observed in the memory of members of IADVL who departed in 2017.The house discussed the minutes of AGBM Kolkata and CCM New Delhi. The issues of tax adjustment in IJDVL fund and transfer of conference surplus & membership subscription fees were discussed in detail. The house finally concluded that status quo be maintained and only the interest be transferred to IJDVL account. Any deficit on the IJDVL budget will be taken care by the IADVL. 

IJDVL proposals Proposal No 5 - Share of IJDVL
CC decision  - It was decided that IJDVL taxes be borne by IJDVL. CC approved it

Dr. Rajib Gogoi explained the proposal. 

Dr. P N Rao said why was the conference surplus is being transferred to journal fund?  Only membership amount be transferred to journal fund. 

Dr. Amarkant Jha said that journal fund should be kept separate in the IADVL fund and only interest should be transferred to journal account. 

Dr. Saumya Panda said that the revenue generated from advertisement ifs very less. With the growth of journal in future we will require more funds. 

Dr. P N Rao said that IJDVL is an organ of IADVL. IJDVL should propose a budget for next year and should show all income and expenses and if there is any deficit. Then this amount should be transferred to IJDVL. IADVL should take care of all expenses and taxes for IJDVL. 

Dr. Amit Walia said that the proposal put forward by Dr P N Rao is good and should be accepted so that the responsibility of running a journal is on editor. Editor should focus on improving journal content rather than working on financial aspect.

Dr. Saumya Panda said that what Dr P N Rao proposed was a good proposal but it should come as a separate proposal. 

The decision taken during CC meet was reversed and it was decided let IJDVL corpus may remain with IADVL. The interest on IJDVL corpus would be transferred to IJDVL account and if there is any deficit then it would be given additionally.

Proposal - Make hard copy of IJDVL to newly joining members optional.
Dr. P N Rao asked that we should state a reason for giving this option. Dr Shyamanta said that there will be an option to go green and opt for e copy of journal.

Dr. Rajesh from Kerala asked whether the decision to choose soft copy or hard copy can be reversed. 

Dr. Amarkant Jha stated that this option should also be given to existing LMs. 

Decision - Accepted.
Issue of revision of ALM criteria was discussed, the house decided that criteria for other specialities be narrowed  down and specified instead of removing it all together, and membership committee & constituted to frame there criteria.

The house approved in principal the concept of IADVL song and suggested that it should be in English, and to be sung at all DERMACONs, DERMAZONEs & CUTICONs and lyrics to be invited from members.

Regarding office space near Delhi in U.P for the purpose of 12A exemption was discussed, and it was decided to urgently buy an office space with a budget of 35 lakhs.

Regarding the issue of IADVL HQ to be based in NCR the house approved the escalation of fund from 7 crores to 10 crores which was proposed by Dr. V.K Sharma and seconded by Dr. Suresh Joshipura.
Dr. Shyamanta raised the issue of PLM overdue for conversion to LM, and freezing of their memberships (from 31 Dec 2017), which would be reactivated (on full payment of membership fees). Passed by the house.

Secretarial report was proposed to be accepted by Dr. P.N Rao and Seconded by Dr. Rajesh Buddhadev and Dr. Rohit Batra.

How will it help IADVL? Removal of existing ambiguity in the IADVL Constitution will serve to iron out differences between members and state branches.

If constitutional – will it replace existing clause? Or modify? Yes. Page 70 Annexure 1: Membership Application Form Clause 4 and Page 9 Clause 5(a)
Preamble: A suggestion has been made by the Constitution Committee of IADVL to take a look at certain aspects of eligibility for membership of IADVL. The clauses that define state branch affiliation of a prospective member are contradictory and have to be redefined to remove ambiguity.

The clauses under consideration are:

Page 70 Annexure 1: Membership Application Form Cause 4
One must join a state branch of IADVL in one’s own state or a neighbouring state. One can also become direct (central) member, if neither of these two exists. 
Page 9 Clause 5(a)
Life Member: Any person fulfilling the eligibility criteria as prescribed in 4(b) above may become a life member by making a one-time payment of an amount of money decided by the Central Council and enjoy all the privileges of a life member. He or she will have to submit an application in a prescribed form (Annexure I) to the branch secretary in the state in which the applicant normally resides.
The above two clauses are contradictory to one another. The following are the suggestions made by Constitution Committee in this regard:

Point 1: Constitution allows eligible member to apply to one’s own state or a neighbouring state.      (Page 70 Annexure 1: Membership application form clause 4). Suggestion: This clause should be removed 

Point 2: What defines state? Suggestion: IADVL should follow geographical borders as defined by Government of India 

Point 3: Constitution mentions eligible member can apply to state where he/she resides or practices. This leads to lot of confusion. Suggestion: ONLY one of the options should be part of constitution. If place of residence is approved by GBM then what will be proof of residence?  Voter ID/Passport/Aadhar Card? If place of practice is approved by GBM then what will define place of practice?  Many dermatologists practice at 2-3 places and even visit distant place(s) once/twice a week.

Proposal: The EC proposes that the Clause 4 in Annexure 1 page 70 should be removed completely as the form has become superfluous due to Online Membership Application System (OMAS). Clause 5(a) page 9 should be worded as follows - Any person fulfilling the eligibility criteria as prescribed in 4(b) above may become a life member of IADVL and join the state, as defined by the Govt of India, where he/she normally resides or is employed or has main practice.
Decision: The house agreed that Page 70 Annexure 1: Membership application form clause 4 is to be removed and that IADVL should follow geographical borders as defined by Government of India. The house concluded after much discussion and voting that the place of majority practice (maximum number of days in a week) or employment be accepted for eligibility to be affiliated to a state. Clinic registration, utility bills and certificate of employer/institute be considered as documentation for the same.

Proposal 2: Permanent residence in India for at least 5 continuous years to be an eligibility criterion for contesting elections in IADVL

How will it help IADVL? This will negate the possibility, however remote, of non-resident members holding official positions in the association.

Decision: Passed with exception for those Govt. Servants who go on deputation/ fellowship for less than 2 years.

How will it help IADVL? MID DERMACON is essentially hosted by small cities, at times from small branches. Unlike DERMACON, currently there is no profit sharing arrangement in MID DERMACON, National IADVL being entitled to the entire surplus. Sharing a reasonable portion of the surplus with the host branch will help generate more interest among small branches in hosting MID DERMACON. Or else soon there may come a time when there won’t be any bidders for MID DERMACON.

Proposal: MID DERMACON has the declared purpose of funding the Central Council meeting. Organizers do take a lot of personal pain to arrange for the sponsors and it must be still more painful to see all surplus being taken away by the National IADVL leaving nothing for the branch, which is often not as rich as National IADVL is. 

We propose 30% of the total Post-conference surplus, not the Pre-conference affiliation fees/IADVL’s share of 15% of registration fees + 20% of stall rent which has to be transferred to IADVL’s a/c before the MID DERMACON, be given to the branch that hosts MID DERMACON.

During discussion, Dr. Venkatram Mysore said that there is already a proposal passed in ABGM immediately after 2014 Aurangabad MIDDERMACON. There was a decision that 20% share be given to state.

Dr. Manish Gautam said that the MOU they signed during MIDDERMACON at New Mumbai, the conference surplus would be shared as 50% to state and 50% to centre

Decision: Rejected. The last MID DERMACON arrangement of 50-50 sharing between the host states and central IADVL to be continued.

How will it help IADVL? This will serve as a morale booster to the organizers of the conference, a valuable contribution to the branch and a practical recognition of the good work done

Proposal: MID DERMACON 2016 spent Rs.10,63,240/- in hosting the 100+ CC members at Bhubaneshwar and if we figure in the amount spent on their local conveyance, it surely stood at more than Rs.11 lakhs. After the conference, another amount of Rs.8,99,542/- was transferred to IADVL bank a/c as surplus. Thus in total, MID DERMACON 2016 contributed a total amount of more than Rs.20L and the host branch was left without anything.

We propose 30% of the surplus, i.e. 30% of Rs.9 Lakh = Rs.3 Lakh be given to Odisha State Branch as a token of appreciation of their efforts and the good job done by the team.

Decision: Passed.

Delhi Branch Issue

Dr. Y S Marfatia said that there has been a Delhi Branch membership and election issue which was referred to Arbitration committee. The committee comprised of 5 past presidents of IADVL. 

The arbitration committee members were

1. Dr. Venkatram Mysore

2. Dr. H R Jerajani

3. Dr. C R Srinivas

4. Dr. SDN Gupta

5. Dr. Suresh Talwar

Dr Jayadev Betkerur facilitated the process of arbitration committee meeting and Dr. Dinesh kumar D wrote the minutes. 

Dr Y S Marfatia thanked arbitration committee members and requested Dr. Venkatram Mysore to table the decision. 

Dr. Venkatram Mysore said while submitting the committee reports that there were three issues in front of arbitration committee. Our recommendations were as follows. 

The recommendation was to bring in EC proposal for change in constitution.

1. The neighboring branch clause would be removed from the constitution and members should only join in the same state where they were practicing.

2. The proof of valid address was for place of practice and not place of resident. 

3. These rules would be applicable prospective and not retrospective. 

The arbitration committee had following Delhi specific recommendations.

1. Delhi state IADVL should take only members who stay in the same geographic area. The members from neighboring NCR area should be members of their respective states.

2. Second issue was what should be considered as address proof to apply for state membership. It was recommended that, place of practice should be considered as address proof to join the state. 

3. Third issue was whether these changes were prospective or retrospective. It was recommended that these would be prospective. 

4. It was recommended that members who joined on 1st Dec 2015 or after would leave Delhi state branch membership and join respective state branch. 

5. Delhi state elections should continue as scheduled and members of Delhi state branch who joined before 1st Dec 2015 were eligible to vote and contest.  

Delhi state branch members raised the issue that there was a proposal passed in GB that any member who was going to contest for the post of IADVL President he had to be staying in India for 5 years. The same rule should be applicable to state branches. 

On this Dr Ramesh Bhat said that the matter has to be sent to constitution committee and get opinion from them. Opinion of Delhi branch members was that there is no need to send the proposal passed in GB to constitution committee. Dr P N Rao also opined the same. 

Dr. Venkatram Mysore stated that there were proposals in past which were sent to constitution committee even after GB approval to get their opinion. He also asked EC whether the ‘5 year residing in India’ proposal was sent to constitution committee. Dr. Shyamanta said that the proposal was sent to constitution committee 3 days ago and they have not yet opined on the issue. 

Dr. Y S Marfatia summed up the issue saying that 1 st Dec 2015 would remain as cut off point. Those IADVL members who have joined state Delhi state branch and originally belong to NCR area would have to leave their Delhi membership and join respective state branch. The arbitration committee decision was final and binding on all members. It was also suggested that IADVL national body had shown the state branch a way and they should go back to their state branch and take decision in view of these recommendations. 

Results of IADVL Elections 2017 were declared by the Returning officer and ratified by the house. This was followed by installation of new Office Bearers.

Dr. Ramesh Bhat introduced new EC members. Dr. Umashankar introduced various committees and it was passed by GB. IADVL academy and its various SIGs and committees were introduced and it was passed. 

Dr. Shyamanta Barua put forward two  proposals for discussion in GB related to IADVL HQ plot / space fund allocation and 12 A
1. IADVL HEADQUARTER plot allocation to be raised from seven crores, which was passed by the last GB, to 10 crores. Considering the rate of properties and other expenses involved in registration and mutation
2. 12 A has to be sought for the association for the ease of taxes and for this IADVL has to have its registered office shifted from Varanasi to a nearby place near Delhi that is to apply for 12 A. It has to be within UP. So it could be any place in Noida. So this place has to be purchased to fulfil the criteria. 

Dr. Shyamanta Barua asked if the House agrees the allocation is raised to 10 crores. 


Dr. PN Rao - the immediate task we have in hand is about 12 A. First we buy a property in UP area near Delhi. So let's just fulfil that obligation. Rather than considering escalation in budget from 7 crores to 10 crores.

Dr. PN Rao - we can buy a decent property of 3000 - 4000 square feet in Noida itself rather than buying two different properties, one in Noida and one in Delhi. 

He said if we buy a plot for 10 crores, then there would additional expenses of constructing it and maintaining it. Also, how many IADVL members will actually use the property in Delhi? Now we have the pressing need to buy property in Noida. Why not just finish it? 

Dr. Rajib Gogoi - If you were going to have a property in Noida, can we have one big office in Noida itself rather than buying two properties, one in Noida and one in Delhi. 

Dr. Yogesh Marfatia - Let us ear mark 10 crores for both the projects.

Dr Umashankar - I support view of Dr P N Rao. 

Dr. Rajib Gogoi -If we get a big office in Noida then there is no need to buy a plot in Delhi. 

Dr. Shyamanta Barua - Lets decide to pass a proposal of buying a place for 12 A purpose in bordering areas of Delhi in UP. It was passed. Next issue is to escalate the budget from 7 crores to 10 crores. 

Dr. PN Rao - Why are we going for escalation?

Dr. Shyamanta Barua -There is a need for budgetary sanction before we go for a place. 

Dr. Anil Ganjoo - We have been doing rekki in Dwaraka for a suitable space in Delhi for IADVL headquarters. Property in noida will also be equally expensive. 

Dr.Yogesh Marfatia - Lets earmark 10 crores to plan a space at a convenient place in and around Delhi. A GB opinon was sought. We will have a registered office in Noida. The decision was passed. Now the next issue is to give a budgetary sanction of 10 crores for space irrespective area. There is HQ plot committee which will take a decision on buying a suitable plot/ space. For that we need a budgetary saction. 

Dr. Rajib Gogoi - We have principally agreed to buy a property for registration purpose in Noida. What would be the budget for that? As per auditors report 35 lakhs would be sufficient for a 500 sq feet. But from the discussion in GB it seems that we need more budget. 


Dr. PN Rao - There is no point buying multiple properties. It is better buying one property which is enough for all purposes. We can plan a ready to move in floor area in a commercial complex. 

Dr. Yogesh Marfatia - The committee related to purchase of property will take a decion of buying a suitable property. Let us have a budgetary allocation for it.

Dr. Rajib Gogoi - We can not afford to have two offices. We have to decide whether to have a buy a big office space in Noida which will serve both the purposes - 12 A and larger space for headquarter.  

Dr. Mukesh Girdhar - I have some ideas on that. I have done some survey. Noida or kaushambi both are at the outskirts of Delhi, well connected to airport. 35-40 lakhs rupees for 500 square foot area is too less. The price in a good location is to the tunes of Rs. 10000 per square feet. Rather than buying a plot and constructing, it is better, if we buy a floor area in a commercial complex.

There is a commercial complex adjoining hotel Radisson blue in Kaushambi. It is maintained as hotel only. Price quoted is Rs. 10000 sq feet. There are three spaces available. We can buy all three spaces. The lift, air-conditioning is being maintainedbuy the builder. We have to pay the maintenance charges. If we go for 7000 sq feet, then we will have to pay close to 7 crores. In this we will have to do a interior work. There are multiple reputed company offices there. 

Dr. Raghunath Reddy - Supported the view of Dr MG. It is better if we purchase a required space ready to shift place without spending much of hard earned money in plot and then constructing it. 

Dr.Yogesh Marfatia - HQ committee will invite suggestions and take a decision. We earmark 35-40 lakh rupees for a small space in UP adjoining Delhi and rupees 10 Crore for a suitable space as decided by the committee. 

Summary

Regarding office space near Delhi in U.P for the purpose of 12A exemption was discussed, and it was decided to urgently buy an office space with a budget of 35 lakhs.

Regarding the issue of IADVL HQ the house approved the escalation of fund from 7 crores to 10 crores which was proposed by Dr. V.K Sharma and seconded by Dr. Suresh Joshipura.

The installation of EC and new members of various committees was accepted and passed. 

The arbitration committee report was read by Dr. Umashankar N. 

Arbitration committee report

The Arbitration Committee consisted of Dr. Hemangi Jerajani as the Chairperson, and had on board Dr. C. R. Srinivas, Dr. SDN Guptha, Dr. Suresh Talwar and Dr. Venkataram Mysore as members. Dr. Venkataram Mysore stated that the Committee met different members from Delhi and NCR region separately on 18th January 2018 at Kochi. The IADVL Delhi State Branch was represented by Dr. V. K. Sharma, Dr. Vineet Relhan, Dr. Mukesh Girdhar and Dr. Chander Grover. The NCR group was represented by Dr. Anil Agarwal, Dr. Sonali Langar, Dr. Satish Titoria and Dr. Reena Sharma. The meetings were held in cordial atmosphere.

Dr. Venkataram Mysore briefed the house that the IADVL Delhi State Branch was functioning smoothly and harmoniously till December 2015. At this time a number of members shifted to Delhi from neighbouring states of UP and Haryana, making use of a clause in the constitution that a member can join either his state or a neighbouring state. This provoked unhappiness and led to a revision of constitution and a series of events.

Dr. Mysore apprised the house that in view of the above, the Arbitration Committee arrived at the following conclusions and recommendations:

a. The Arbitration Committee recommends that IADVL Constitution be amended to remove the inconsistencies and lacunae as recommended already by the Constitution Committee. This should be done as per procedure outlined in the Constitution. A lawyer’s help may be taken to scrutinize the draft.

b. To deal further with the specific issue, the Committee recommends that all those members who joined IADVL Delhi State Branch starting 1 December, 2015 should return to their respective states and will cease to be members of IADVL Delhi State Branch. They will not vote in the Elections for 2017 to be held as before.

c. The elections for IADVL Delhi State Branch except for that of the President (the President Elect is already in place), which got postponed should be held as per the above recommendation.


After much animated discussions, the house finally agreed to proceed with the conclusions and recommendations of the Arbitration Committee in this matter and asked the IADVL Delhi State Branch to comply with the same.

Dr Chander Grover from Delhi State Branch wanted the report to be sent to DSB, Dr Ramesh & Dr Umashankar agreed to send the report to DSB EC.

Adoption of budget for 2018-19

Dr Shashi was asked to present the proposed budget of IADVL for 2018-2019

Sources of income

Total income - Rs. 3,94,00,000

Total expense - Rs. 3,64,50,000

Income tax- Rs. 10,25,000 

Balance  - Rs. 20,00,000

Dr Ramesh Bhat informed the house that Systopic Pharma had renewed the Systopic -IADVL oration till 2024. The amount has been increased from Rs. 13.5 lakhs to Rs. 15 Lakhs. GST has to be collected from Systopic. Dr Ramesh Bhat handed over the Systopic cheque to Dr Shashikumar.

Dr Sanjeev Vaishampayan asked about the details of seed money given to be DERMACONs and its inclusion under expenses heading. Dr Ramesh Bhat & Dr Shashi clarified on the same. Dr. Sanjeev Vaishampayan said that the head should be separate when you prepare balance sheet. 

Dr Rajib Gogoi informed that return of seed money given by previous conference should be added as income in a specific head.

Dr Ramesh Bhat informed the house that that Kochi organising committee had given a cheque for Rs. 1.07 crore as affiliation fees to IADVL. The house applauded this. 

Dr.  Manjunath requested for allocation of Rs. 20 Lakhs for Legal Cell expenses to meet lawyer fees and for conducting awareness programs. Dr. Ramesh Bhat said that as the legal cell had been formed a day ago only. EC would see the proposal and allocate the required fund at a later date. 

With regards to IJDVL corpus,  Dr. Rajib Gogoi said that IJDVL corpus should stay with IADVL and only 7% interest be transferred to IJDVL account. 

Dr. Rajib Gogoi said that the office logistics would be close to Rs. 300,000 to 4,00,000 only.  

Dr Jaydev informed that expenses in budget generally increase by 10% every year. 

Business travels of President & Secretary General could be reimbursed to the tune of Rs. 3.5 lakhs every year.

With respect to updating constitution, Dr Jaydev proposed that the there is proposal to print 1000 copies of constitution to be printed, so the constitution committee would require allocation for the same under miscellaneous expenses.

Dr. Shyamanta wanted to know why the projected  expenses were shown higher by Rs. 1 crore instead of expected 10% rise. Dr. Shyamanta said that considering this increased budget, we should down size the budget. Dr Ramesh Bhat informed that the escalation was due to proposed IADVL Academy activities, WCD scholarships & also uncertainty of the L’Oreal grant

With regards to DERMACON seed money, Dr S Vaishmapaiyan wanted to know what was the seed money generally given and whether it was as per demand? Dr Ramesh Bhat informed that it was generally 20 lakhs to DERMACON and 10 Lakhs to MIDDERMACON. Dr Ashok Ghoshal informed that DERMACON Kolkata did not request any seed money from centre. Dr. Ramesh Bhat said that during Manglore DERMACON, they had not opted for seed money. 

Dr. H R Jerajani asked whether ITART, ITATSA and ITAQ are separate from IADVL academy? Dr. Ramesh Bhat said that these task force were separate. Dr Venkatram Mysore asked whether ITART and ITAQ would be long term task forces? Dr. Ramesh Bhat said that there had been a 2 year tenure given to both these and that this was their second year.  

Dr. Grewal requested EC to discuss the budget as there had been 38% increase in budget. Dr Venkatram Mysore said that first the house would like to see the increased academy budget and then approve the general budget. 

 Dr K seetharam & Dr Deepika were invited to present the same.

The reasons for withdrawal / reduction of L’Oreal grant were discussed. The grant had been reduced from 23 lakhs per year to Rs. 7 Lakhs per year. Dr. Venkatram Mysore asked as to what was the reason for this reduction in grant. Dr. Deepika Pandhi said that they were not happy with outcome from the project. In addition Loreal team wanted to celebrate their association with IADVL during Kolkata DERMACON. But they were not very happy with the treatment provided by DERMACON organizers 

The house was unanimous that IADVL should reject the proposal if they were giving only 7 lakhs. Dr Venkatram Mysore wanted IADVL to discuss the issue with L’Oreal team and convince them to continue the grant. 

Dr. Shyamanta Barua said that the communication was well done with the DERMACON Kolkata organizers for prominent presence to Loreal team during DEERMACON. But they did not provide it.  

Dr. Sanjeev Vaishyampayan said that we as IADVL body should frame some guidelines and then work on it with regard to respectful treatment to the agencies giving IADVL research grants. 

Dr. Ramesh Bhat said that, we had improved the quality of projects and we would like to continue this association. He also said that he would try to convince  Loreal to continue the association. If they did not agree to it, we would dissociate from them. 

In response to a query, Dr P N Rao elucidated on difference between GSK & L’Oreal sponsorships and that IADVL had followed MOU and that Loreal wanted something more than this. 

Dr. Rajib Gogoi pointed out that there was a corpus fund lying with IADVL account which had remained unutilised. He requested GB to mix this fund with IADVL general fund. 

Dr K Seetharam clarified that Rs. 99 lakhs in research grant funds were not corpus fund and that in initial period IADVL paid from general fund. The entries were not made in balance sheet, that was the reason why this fund remained unutilised on paper. 

Dr. Putta Srinivas raised the issue that IADVL should treat all pharmas equally, who were supporting IADVL.

Dr. Seetharam said that as sponsors had withdrawn from various projects, the research grant budget had increased. 

Dr. Venkatram Mysore said that one by one sponsors are dropping and the whole budget of research was increasing. Dr. Ramesh said that he was looking for options to increase pharma sponsored research projects. But research should always be a priority. 

Dr. Sanjeev Vaishyampayan said that we should not recognize pharma industry persons during IADVL Day. Dr. Ramesh Bhat said that there was nothing wrong in honoring them for their contribution. Dr. Venkatram Mysore supported Dr Ramesh Bhat’s view. Dr Abir opined that Pharma company name not be associated with any grants.

Dr P N Rao added that Pharma company officials should not be allowed on the dias at official functions. He said that there should be a policy on it and IADVL should prepare dos and dont’s of it. 

The proposal to increase the stipend of Observer-ships to Rs. 15,000 was rejected and the stipend would remain Rs. 10000. The number of scholarships per event should be capped. 

For coming year scholarships would be

DERMACON  - 99, Rs, 15000 each

MIDDERMACON - 30  - Rs. 15000 each

WCD - 15- Rs. 50,000 each

Dr Shyamanta wanted the number of scholarships to be reduced and the scholarship amount to be increased. Dr Sanjeev Vaishampayan wanted the scholarships to be given only to PGs. Dr R Reddy also wanted a reduction in number of scholarships.

Dr. P N Rao said that IADVL should give scholarships for eligible and limited candidates only. Dr. Venkatram Mysore clarified that the amount allocated to scholarships in a year is fixed not the number of awardees.

E library budget was approved for next year.  

It was proposed to start a new SIG, SIG Dermascopy as a presidential project and the proposal was accepted & passed. 

The shift in academy account to Delhi and change in signatories to any two of three (Academy chairperson, convener and IADVL treasurer) with IADVL treasurer being a fixed signatory was discussed and passed.

The proposed budget was passed and it was decided to continue with the same auditor.

IJDVL 

Dr. Saumya Panda submitted report in IJDVL 

He stated that, IJDVL article submission had reduced but impact factor was improving.

The image quality would be enhanced in the new issues. The need to synchronise OMAS with IJDVL subscriber database with real time was discussed. Dr Manas Chatterjee opined that managing editor had to be synchronised with Journal publishers, Dr Uma agreed to do the same. Dr Rajesh Verma informed that Armed forces members do not get IJDVL issues. President said that EC would look into it.

Dr P N Rao opined that Medknow to get access to OMAS. Dr Rajib informed that IADVL interest for IJDVL will be deposited in March 2018, so there would be no deficit in IJDVL Budget.

MIDDERMACON 2018 , Kanyakumari

Report was presented by Dr. AJS Praveen, organizing secretary 

Dr. AJS Praveen welcomed IADVL members to Kanyakumari for MIDDERMACON 2018. Theme was ‘Shades in Dermatology’. The organising committee was introduced and registration details were given. Dr. Shyamanta Barua said that there had been a suggestion that in registration form there had to be PLM category instead of PG category. Dr. AJS Praven agreed to make necessary changes. He gave a overview of scientific program and stated that academy and SIG sessions and dermatosurgery session had been planned. Dr Pravin’s request of a STD session by IASSTD. This proposal was turned down and it was decided to name it as only STD session conducted by IADVL experts. 

The venue layout was discussed. Accommodation details were given. The projected income and expenses were put forward. IADVL PAN card and GST numbers would be used in transaction. 

Dr. Rajib Gogoi asked where was the surplus in MIDDERMACON 2018 ? The affiliation amount to IADVL should not be counted as a surplus. In the proposed budget of MIDDERMACON Dr Putta Srinvas pointed out that 30% of revenue should be from members & 70% revenue from the pharma companies and not the other way round as proposed.

Dr. Shyam Verma said that this kind of deficit budget should be questioned. It is better if the organisers could reduce on expenses. 

Dr Pravin’s request for Rs. 20,00,000 as seed money for MIDDERMACON 2018 was turned down and he was advised to seek it from the state IADVL or generate by the Organising team. The earlier proposed seed money of Rs. 10,00,000 would be given. 

The house opined that MIDDERMACON bids be invited 2 years ahead of the event dates. So for this year election there would be 2 bids for 2019 & 2020 MIDDERMACON.

DERMACON International 2019, Bengaluru
Dr.Raghunath Reddy, Organising secretary of DERMACON International 2019, Benguluru presented the progress so far of the conference. 

Venue: Clarkes convention centre and resorts. 

It was said that it was 20 minutes from Bengaluru airport and 30 minutes from Hebbal flyover. It was outside main city. This would help in reducing traffic jams during conference. Half of infrastructure was there and another half had to be created. The venue had around 120 rooms and another 200 rooms had been retained by organizer.  

He said that the website was ready. Registration process had started. The amount was same as DERMACON 2018. There would be 4 slots. The brochures were ready and 10700 conference brochures have been dispatched. 

The industry had been informed of the registration process and that they would be registered under a different head and would carry a badge. 

The hotel booking had been a problem. The agents would start booking the moment DERMACON was announced in the city. He stated that he had booked around 1000 rooms in 5 star category at very negotiated rates.  

Outline of scientific program was given. He said that he would take pool of speakers and chairpersons from across the county. The venue arrangement was discussed. Dr. P N Rao asked whether all halls would be  ready and would there be any makeover halls? Dr. Reddy said that there were around 2 halls that would be created. 

Dr Ramesh Bhat informed that the conference had to be registered under Ministry of External affairs so that the visa process would be easier. The instruction about the VISA registration would be there on website. 

Dr. Raghunath Reddy said that he had been in touch with the IADVL chartered accountant. The IADVL PAN card had been used and the account was opened in the name of DERMACON International. GST registration had been done by CA. Dr Reddy informed that IADVL treasurer would not be signatory to DERMACON International 2019 account but he would be kept in loop of all the events.

Dr Umashankar put forth various proposals from members:

Proposal 1: SOP for PGCON - Accepted & passed.

Proposal 2: Dr Chetan Patel was invited to present DVL trust status. Total number of Members were 369. He informed that 60 new members were inducted this year and 3 members have so far expired. He requested house to join as early. as possible. 

Dr. Chetan Patel proposed to increase DVL Welfare Trust membership by showcasing DVL welfare trust benefits in various conferences. Every EC member would make efforts to join  the trust. Dedicated sessions for DVL welfare trust would be this should be given. 

Dr.Y S Marfatia said that if IADVL supports DVL welfare trust then routine expenses would be taken care of. 

Dr. Sacchidanand wanted the option of joining DVL trust to be included in the IADVL membership application. Dr. Shyamanta Barua said that on online application there would be mention of intent to join DVL welfare trust.

Dr. Putta Srinivas said that all office bearers should be DVL welfare trust. Dr. Ramesh Bhat said that we would not be possible.  

Dr. Dr. Siddhartha Das(Bengal IADVL President) wanted money to be given from IADVL account also to DVL members to which objection was raised by Dr. Rajib Gogoi. It was decided to maintain status quo of not providing any financial aid from IADVL account. 

Dr. P N Rao that DVL welfare trust was a separate society and there was no point supporting DVL welfare trust on a regular basis. 

Dr. Suresh Joshipura said that the DVL welfare trust report in Gujarati would be in English.Dr Chetan Patel said that he would. do so. 

Proposal 8, 9, 10 from DVL welfare trust were not accepted. 

Proposal 8 - Increase in PLM ship fees by Rs. 2000. At the time of conversion from PLM to LM, No admission fees to joi DVL welfare trust. The amount of Rs. 2000 to be trasnfered to DVL trust at the time onf conversion. 

Proposal 9 – All IADVL national awardees to be given Rs. 5000 for joining DVL welfare trust, if they re not member of the trust. Those who are already members of the trust this Rs. 5000 is to be added to his/her DVL welfare trust account. Amount not to be given directly to the members.

Porposal 10 – Lucki draw during DERMACON/ DERMAZONE – one per 300 delegates. An amount of Rs. 5000 is to be given for joining DVL welfare trust. Those who are already members of the trust this Rs. 5000 is to be added to his/her DVL welfare trust account. Amount not to be given directly to the members.

Proposal 3:  Accepted & passed.

Dr Dinesh clarified on the need to change the logo due to the fallacies in the existing logo. Dr Shyam Verma spoke about redesigning the whole logo especially in respect to the cupid’s bow. Dr. Venkatram Mysore supported the proposal to change the logo. Everyone had agreed to redesigning of logo within three months time. By next EC meeting it should be ready. 

Dr Shyam Verma and Dr. Dinesh was given the responsibility to redesign the IADVL logo and send it to EC for approval.

Proposal 4: Proposed to start an E-voting task force.

Dr. Putta Srinivas said that there was a need to enrol more members. So, we should give it one more year extension. 

Dr Mysore wanted a concrete deadline to enforce e-voting enrolment. Dr Nitin Vhora & Dr Putta Srinivas opined that e-voting could not be enforced or the member denied the right to vote. Dr. Shyamanta said that there is no question of denial of right to vote but only the modality of vote was changed to electronic. Dr. Mysore wanted to know whether the constitutional committee had been sent this proposal to which Dr. Shyamanta replied that it was sent 5 days back but no reply was received.

Dr. Mysore then said that this proposal was not valid. Dr. Ramesh Bhat wanted the house to vote on the issue to which Dr. Mysore objected that this proposal was invalid and his protest be recorded. 

Dr. P N Rao and Dr. Putta Srinivas informed that this was not a constitutional matter but an administrative matter so there was no need to refer to the constitutional committee. So voting was done on the first part of the proposal. 9 members voted for the proposal and 18 members voted against the proposal. 

Dr. P N Rao protested that the opinion of nearly 5000 postal ballot members was not taken and hence he wanted his protest to be registered. Hence Dr. Ramesh Bhat rejected the first part of the proposal. As far the second part of the proposal the AGBM decided to go for Exclusive E voting from this year and that Unless CC meeting takes a different decision. 

Proposal 5: Dr. Rajetha Dr. Shyam presented the proposal. 

Dr. Raghunath Reddy wanted a clear guidelines made available to him well in advance in the wake of the current situation. Dr. Venkatram Mysore wanted to know whether the pharma company could go to court of law for alleging discrimination. Dr. Abir informed that the pharma did not have a good case because they were in violation of the schedule H guidelines. Dr Ramesh Bhat asked Dr Shyam on a solution on the mankind issue so Dr Shyam replied that they should send a letter of apology and change in the packaging of the tube. Dr. Putta Srinivas proposed that sponsorship from such erring pharma companies not be accepted at state /zonal/regional/national levels. Dr. Venkatram Mysore said that while we were talking to the company the association should take a legal opinion. The general body recommends restricting taking any supportive erring pharma companies. Dr. P N Rao said that is better to communicate the decision to the company. 

Decision  -  Dr Ramesh Bhat saying that the decision of restricting Mankind participation in various state, zonal and national conferences be communicated to the company and to IADVL members and office bearers. 

The second part of the proposal was to actively keep a vigilance on pharma companies. Dr. Ramesh Bhat said that the first part of the proposal had been accepted. The second part would be difficult to implement. 

Proposal 6: IADVL members staying abroad

Dr Venkatram Mysore wanted to know what this overseas group was supposed to achieve and would they be recognised as a branch. He also wanted the concerned overseas members to come in person to elicit a dialogue. 

Decision - Proposal would be referred to the constitutional committee.

Proposal 7: 

Decision -  Honorary membership would be given to Dr Thomas Ruzicka in DERMACON International 2019

Proposal 8: 

Decision - Passed.

Presidential proposals were placed.

DocPlexus proposal was placed and opinion elicited. Dr Sanjeev Vaishampaiyan opined that Doc Plexus PLEXUS is commercial and hence we should not associate with them. Dr Venkatraman Mysore opined that younger members may object to the proposal. Dr Putta wanted EC to be careful with the proposal. Dr Grewal wanted the proposal to be dropped. Not passed

Dr. P N Rao and Dr. Venkatram Mysore suggested that there is no need for GB approval and within budget allocated he as a secretary could do it.  

Dr. Manjunath K wanted to know whether the budget of Rs. 20,00,000 for Legal Cell had been approved or not. Dr. Manjunath also wanted to organise many CMEs in various parts of country. Dr. Ramesh Bhat said that it would better if these CMEs are organised with various IDAVL conferences like DERMACON, MIDDERMACON,DERMAZONES. Dr Manjunath K wanted a legal cell window in the IADVL website and the president approved the same. 

Dr. Rashmi Sarkar commented that during her tenure as secretary IADVL, they had a retainership lawyer. The budget spent was 1,25,000. 

Dr Umashankar proposed to start resident forum in every state called YUVA Derma. It was accepted and passé

Discussion on adoption of DERMACON Kolkata and MIDDERMACON Navi Mumbai reports. 

DERMACON Kolkata 

Rs. 2,11,11,000 had been submitted toIADVL, Rs. 18,00,000 would be deposited in IADVL account with this report. Rs. 10,00,000 is with organising committee till all taxes are settled. The west Bengal share of DERMACON surplus was discussed. It was shared that it would be 30%. The Ramesh Bhat said he would clarify it in a couple weeks. 

DERMACON Kolkata report was accepted. 

MIDDERMACON 2017

Final report was placed. 

MIDDERMACON would give Rs. 35, 36,000 to IADVL. The cheque would be given during CC meeting after audit process is completed. The report was accepted. 

ITAQ 

Dr Putta Srinivas presented a report on IADVL Task Force against Quackery on dermatology. He wanted one coordinator for every state branch. Dr. Ramesh Bhat said EC would prepare guidelines regarding process of taking action against quackery. Dr Putta Srinivas agreed to prepare SOP on anti quackery. Dr. Putta Srinivas said that ITAQ has prepared road map for 2018. 

Under the President ship of Dr. Ramesh Bhat and President Elect. Dr. P. Narasimha Rao and Secretary Dr. Uma Shankar and Treasurer Dr. Shashi Kumar and the following proposals of ITAQ were discussed and unanimously approved by AGBM of IADVL 

1. The ITAQ has proposed for grant of budget Rs.6,00,000 (Rupees Six lakhs only) and AGBM has approved and granted the budget of Rs.6,00,000 unanimously

2.  Standard Operative Procedures to deal with quackery by different categories were created by ITAQ and was unanimously approved by AGBM of IADVL. (These SOP’s will be sent to each State body soon).

           3. Dr. Rajesh Buddhadev has created ITAQ posters which can be used by all IADVL Life members, which will signify role of IADVL recognized dermatologists and will help to educate mass community about recognized IADVL DERMATOLOGISTS, was discussed and unanimously approved by AGBM of IADVL .

            4. Members who promote quackery by Training/Employing/openly advertising for Non MBBS (BHMS, BAMS, BDS etc.) doctors,  their membership will be removed.

             5 . Members  who promote quackery by Training /Employing/openly advertising for Non MBBS (BHMS, BAMS, BDS etc.) Non-doctors, in their centers/ other places, and Dermatologists who teaches or gives certificates after training Non Dermatologists/Non-doctors will not be allowed to be faculties of any IADVL academic activities like CME, WORKSHOPS, CUTICONS, DERMAZONES, DERMACON and IADVL official activities from now onwards.

              6.The proposal  to have Anti-Quackery day on –THIRD SATURDAY of NOVEMBER month   every year to create awareness among common people, through print and electronic media and to create positive opinion in policymakers and administrators, also among other colleagues of medical fraternity, private and corporate hospitals, and Non-Government organizations and Social workers and Social organizations and intellectuals, has been approved. This year in2018 third Saturday is on 17h November.

              7. Each state will have one Representatives (except from the states where ITAQ members already existing).

              8. To nominate one Zonal Coordinators from each zone.

              9. Official Face book page for ITAQ will be created and unanimously approved by AGBM of IADVL

             10. Standard Complaint letters will be drafted soon and will be sent to National EC and it will be used for any future complaints.

The other matter which would not be taken up because of lack of time were enlisted and approved by GB.

IADVL EC - State Presidents and Secretaries Meeting
                                             19 Jan 2018, 2:30 pm IADVL Hall, Le Meridien Kochi
All state Presidents and Secretaries were welcomed by IADVL President Dr. Ramesh Bhat. The new Executive committee members were introduced. The state presidents and secretaries attending the meeting introduced themselves. 

Immediate past president Dr. Yogesh Marfatia requested all state presidents and secretaries to update the state IADVL member database. They should update the status of deceased members and those who have shifted permanently to other countries. Whether to keep names of NRI members active in the list, the house opined that matter should be discussed in detail and then decided. 

Dr. Umashankar stated that as a Hon Get Secretary, I would request support from state branches in updating data base. 

Maharashtra state president Dr. Vikrant Saoji opined that we should keep NRIs as active members.  Dr. Y S Marfatia stated that they should stop getting ballot papers and journals. So, we should have some policy on it. 

Dr. Shyamanta Barua appealed that Online Membership application System (OMAS) should be used extensively to enrol new members and update the member profiles. There is duplication of names in database. That needs to be checked. For application approval process documents should be very proper. These include MCI certification for post graduate degree, Degree certificate. Referring member status should be confirmed. For PG enrolment as PLM, HOD recommendation is a must and that to in a proper format, which will be shared with Dr Umashankar. 

A deceased member column be prepared separately. Dr. Shyamanta said that he has given deceased member LM numbers to some duplicated LM number members in 10 - 12 cases. Dr. Mukesh Girdhar said that even if it has been done in some cases, should we stop reallocating deceased members LM number to other members in future ? House discussed that the LM number once given should not be given to other member in any case. Dr. Shyamanta said that solving duplication of LM numbers in an issue which EC has to take a stand. 

Dr. K E Mukadam asked that in OMAS there is column called ‘delete’, should we delete it at state level ? Dr. Shyamata said that one can, but the record has to be maintained of deceased members. Dr P N Rao said that it is better that the Hon Gen Secretary at centre should be able to delete a member from list and not anyone else. Dr. P N Rao asked what all modifications a state secretary can do to member profile?  Dr. Shyamanta stated that only profile details like address, mobile number etc can be changed by state secretary or member himself or herself. Dr.P N Rao said that it is an excellent move. Dr. K E Mukadam suggested that the application form for IADVL membership should be kept at major state event like CUTICON. 

Dr. Shyamanta said that, as MCI has given recognition to diploma in dermatology passed from College Physicians and Surgeons, Mumbai, we can enrol these members as LM members.  Dr. K E Mukadam stated that he has already started enrolling them as LM members starting from Dec 2009 onwards. What can be done about ALM members who had passed before 2009, is an issue which is out of our control. They will continue to remain as ALM members.Dr. P N Rao said that this MCI notification be sent IADVL secretary Dr. Umashankar. 

Dr. Shyamanta said that the many PLMs (400 +) have not converted their status from PLM to LM inspite of repeated reminders in all forms (messages, written letters, announcements at various events and conferences, social media groups etc). We have decided to freeze their membership status. The list will be put on website. They can join association as a new member in future if they wish to through a fresh application form. Till we put this on website, if we receive an application for conversion from PLM to LM, then we can consider this as a grace period of 15 days or so and accept it.

Dr. Manjunath said that there is duplication in the member list and we at state level would require an updated list of all IADVL members in excel sheet to check for this duplication on a regular basis. Dr. P N Rao suggested if we can send an excel sheet to all state secretaries. To this, IADVL secretary agreed to send an updated list on a quarterly basis.   

Dr. Shyamanta informed that for PLM to LM conversion, there will be four reminder messages sent to members from 4th year onwards.   

Dr. Umashankar said that important days should be observed all across nation. 

E voting 

Dr. Umashankar said that Dr. Shyamanta Barua and Dr. Vijay Zawar were going to handle E voting Task force. He said that all states should take it as a priority and enrol maximum members in e voting. 

Dr P N Rao suggested that e voting should be encouraged. As per previous proposal we are going for complete e voting by this year. So, all attempts be made to enrol all existing members for e voting. Dr. Ramesh Bhat said that e voting conversion should be completed by August 2018 and Dr. Shyamanta Barua as incharge of E voting task force should take all possible measures to achieve this. He congratulated Dr. K E Mukadam for doing good e voting enrolment. 

 Dr. Marfatia stated that there should be individual approach to increase e voting percentage. Dr. P N Rao said that we should take it an as assigned official work and do it. We should take it as top priority. 

DVL TRUST

Dr. Jaydev Betkerur briefed about the activities of DVL trust. The trust was started 6 years ago and till date it has close to 400 members. Its a mutual benefit scheme. More the members enrolled more is the benefit to the deceased member of association. Also, younger the person more will he or she be benefited. 

In addition to mutual benefit scheme it offers professional indemnity at a low cost and also gives legal help to members in their professional legal matters. 

Dr.Ramesh Bhat appealed to all state presidents and secretaries to be a member of DVL welfare trust. 

Dr. B S Chandrashekar said that they have appointed one person to help dermatologist in filling the form, submitting it and making sure that he/she becomes member of DVL welfare trust. The person gets some incentive for the same. This has been started as a pilot project in Benguluru. 

Dr. Y S Marfatia asked whether membership be made online for DVL welfare trust. To this Dr. Jaydev Betkerur responded that as it is legal document it needs to be physically filled and signed and sent. 

ITAQ (IADVLTask Force Against Quackery) and Legal cell

This has been recently formed. The committee will come out with road map and will give guidelines in due course of time. 

Resident Forum (Yuva Derma) 

Dr.Umashankar said that In each state a model project called YUVA DERMA can be started in lines with Resident connect, which is a national program. State secretary is chairperson and just passed out resident is convener of the program. If anyone wants to volunteer it, we can start this project in their states on trial basis. 

Dr. Y S Marfatia stated that central IADVL programs can be replicated at state level. Post graduate participation in these events would be of great help to increase their work on research.  

He also appealed all state presidents and secretaries to take research methodology workshop now called as “How to publish workshops?” in every state. 

Chairperson and convenor of IADVL academy Dr. K  Seetharam and Dr. Deepika Pandhi addressed the state presidents and secretaries about year around IADVL academy activities.

                         2018-2019 IGNQPP (NATIONAL QUIZ) COMMITTEE REPORT

The Quiz Committee for conducting the various Cuticons of 2018 and National Dermatology Quiz at Dermacon 2019 is as follows:

Chairman- Dr Biju Vasudevan

Convener- Dr Manas Puhan

Members- Dr Brijesh C, Dr Ashwini PK, Dr Ayush Gupta, Dr Debdeep Mitra, Dr Kingshuk Chatterjee

Advisors- Dr Manjunath Shenoy, Dr Rajesh Kumar

EC Co-ordinator- Dr Umashankar

The main agendas as proposed by the Quiz committee are as follows:

a. To make the Quiz as practically oriented as possible.

b. Standard 8 Rounds + Rapid fire + Innovative round system to be followed (Dermacon Finals).

c. Negative marks of -10 if a team answers out of turn (Dermacon finals). 

d. Keep audience involved with questions addressed to them.

e. Get all the Cuticon quizzes back after they are conducted for proper feedback and non repetitions of questions in final.

f. Proper feedback from quiz masters in format.

g. Feedback from previous year final 16 teams for any suggestions for improvement.

h. 3 quiz masters less than 5 year experience after PG to get additional roles as deputy quiz masters in 3 states so that they can be groomed as quiz masters. They will conduct prelims, be given facilities as for primary quiz master and preferably will conduct it in neighbouring states to reduce the expenditure.

i. For every CUTICON, a local assistant quiz master is to be selected by interacting with the organizing secretary; assistant quiz master helps the quiz master in smooth conduct of the quiz program.  

j. Framing of rules for conduct of Cuticons & Dermacon has already been done.

k. Format for applications for quizmaster in CUTICONS have been approved and will be online and in all forums by April 15.

l. To get details from all states about respective cuticons well in time for sooth conduct.

m. It will be impressed upon Cuticon organizers that Cuticon quizzes should be conducted in Main Hall and Cuticon quiz masters be provided assured faculty status.

The main guidelines for the Cuticon Quizzes will be as follows:

A. Written prelims

1. Questions will be in the format of printed MCQs, and will cover all subspecialties of dermatology, venereology, leprosy, dermatopathology, dermatosurgery, cosmetology, therapeutics, pediatric dermatology, history of dermatology, etc.

2. There will be 40 questions to be completed in 30 minutes with every 5th question bearing an asterisk mark (to be used in the event of a tie). 

3. All the questions will have four answer choices of which one will be the correct one. 

4. There is a negative marking system of [-0.25 points] for every incorrectly answered question. Questions that are not attempted do not carry negative points.

5. In case of a tie in the final score, the team that answered the most ‘asterisk-marked’ questions correctly is considered the winner.

6. If there is still a tie, then the team with lesser negative marks is selected. If that is also tied, then the winner is selected by lots.

7. The four best teams will be chosen for the final round, but the ranking order of the teams shall not be mentioned. 

8. The decision of the quizmaster is final. The state branch hon. secretary shall appoint an observer for the whole event who will serve as an ombudsman in case of any controversy. 

B. Cuticon Finals

1. The positions of the teams on the stage will be selected by lots.

2. There will be eight regular rounds and one rapid fire round.

3. The final rounds will be on powerpoint with one question on a single slide format, except for rapid fire where there can be upto 5 questions on a single slide but will be flashed only one by one.

4. The regular rounds will comprise of four questions each. The question will ideally have only one part and a direct answer. Innovative ways of framing questions are encouraged. The answer to the question will be displayed in the next slide.

5. The question must be answered within 10 seconds or passed to the next team. Passed questions must be answered immediately.

6. A correct answer to a direct question is given 10 points. A correct answer to a passed question is given 5 points. There are no negative points.

7. Structure of the regular rounds:

a. Round 1: Basic sciences

b. Round 2: Clinical Dermatology: Primary Dermatological Disorders 

c. Round 3: Pediatric Dermatology

d. Round 4: Leprosy, STI and HIV

e. Round 5: Dermatopathology

f. Round 6: Clinical Dermatology: Dermatological manifestations in Systemic disorders

g. Round 7: Therapeutics

h. Round 8: Dermatosurgery and cosmetic dermatology

8. The questions are asked in a clockwise manner for the first four rounds, and in an anticlockwise manner for the next four rounds.

9. Round 1 begins from the 1st team, Round 2 from the 2nd team, Round 3 from the 3rd team and Round 4 from the 4th team.

10. Round 5 begins from the 4th team, Round 6 from the 3rd team, Round 7 from the 2nd team and Round 8 from the 1st team.

11. Structure of the rapid fire round:

a. Each team gets ten questions, all of which have to be answered within one minute. These questions do not pass to the other teams.

b. A correct answer is given 3 points. So the maximum score can be 30 points. There are no negative points.

c. The questions will be framed in such a way that they are short and crisp, with a one-word to two-word answer. The quizmaster will ensure that the questions are asked quickly and clearly, without wasting any time.

d. The structure of questions will be uniform for all teams and the level of toughness of questions will be uniform for all teams..

12. If any team does not answer a question during the regular rounds, it is passed to the audience. Members of the audience are requested to raise their hands, following which the quizmaster randomly selects a person to answer the question. 

13. The scores of the teams will be announced periodically at the end of every two rounds.

14. If the final score is a tie, the quizmaster will conduct a written tiebreaker round consisting of five questions common to the tied teams. The teams will answer the five questions in a sheet of paper provided to them and to be handed back to the quiz master. If the score is still tied, the team with the highest score in the preliminary rounds is considered as the winner. If that score is also a tie, then the team with lesser negative marks in the preliminary round is selected. Then the winner is drawn by lots.

15. The decision of the quizmaster is final. The State Secretary appointed observer will be the ombudsman in case of any clarification requirement during the Quiz.

Report of ITATSA, ITAQ & ITART

ITATSA
ITATSA (IADVL Task force Against Topical Steroid Abuse) is a vital task force to combat the abuse of steroids in irrational creams available in the market for 1. Treating fungal infections 2. Removing blemishes and dark spots on the skin, especially the face and as fairness creams. 

Members of ITATSA found that Indian market is full of such creams that are available without a formal prescription and chemists are recommending asa well as selling them. They are also prescribed by general practitioners, many of who are quacks and practitioners of Ayurveda and Homeopathy. These creams contain an antifungal, antibacterial and a steroid, very often the most potent steroid of India. They are currently being used for fungal infections of the skin (ring worm) which is so widespread today that it is almost a public health problem. These creams give temporary relief but make the disease worse and cause severe side effects of the skin and even internally. Members of ITATSA have approached the Drug Controller General of India (DCGI) several times and have explained the situation to him. Following inaction on the part of DCGI the association has filed a Public Interest Litigation in the Delhi High court, the second hearing of which will be on 12th April 2018. Owing to the strong association of stubborn fungal infections with abuse of irrational hazardous steroid containing creams, members of the task force have written several articles in various national and international dermatology journals. Several lectures have been delivered by members all over the globe. There is widespread advocacy being attempted by us regarding the abuse of these creams. The International League of Dermatological Societies has issued a support and solidarity letter to our association against the abuse of irrational steroid containing creams which shows the seriousness of the situation.

ITATSA members are also conducting lectures, symposia and awareness exercises all over the country for lay public, chemists, general practitioners and doctors from other fields of medicine regarding the use and abuse of steroid creams. We are especially focusing on irrational combination creams that are being sold freely in the market in spite of several complaints sent to DCGI and health ministry.

The moot take home points for media persons are that the abuse of steroid creams and steroid combination creams is unchecked because the Health Ministry (DCGI) is not taking timely, adequate remedial steps. Pharmaceutical companies are taking undue advantage of the situation and are blatantly manufacturing these creams knowing very well that they are hazardous and irrational.  Steroids should be ‘Schedule H’ drugs but the government has kept them out of the schedule H list for questionable purposes as pointed out by the PIL filed by the association. Media persons are encouraged to highlight the role of the DCGI and Health Ministry government in directly or indirectly aiding this menace. ITATSA has been created and continues to work to root out the evil of irrational steroid combination creams for wrongly treating fungal infections and also for their abuse as skin fairness creams.

Nomination filing fee for contesting election: Life Members of IADVL proposed to contest should pay a prescribed nomination fee by a DD in favor of “IADVL” payable at New Delhi or by electronic payment to IADVL, State Bank of India at Ansari Nagar, New Delhi, with Account 00000033582784962, IFSC code- SBIN0001536 and send the DD  or proof of electronic payment along with the completed nomination form with enclosures to the IADVL Honorary Secretary General – Dr. Umashankar Nagaraju.  Electronic payment has to be done before the last date and intimated to the Returning Officer. A duplicate set of nomination papers should be sent simultaneously to the Election Officer – Dr. Suresh Talwar. 

The nomination fees for various posts are – Rs. 25,000 for post of President Elect; Rs. 15,000 for each post of Vice President; Rs. 25,000 (Rs. 12,500 each) for the posts of Hon. Secretary General Elect and Hon. Treasurer Elect and Rs. 7,500 for each post of Honorary Joint General Secretary. It may be mentioned that 50% of the nomination fee will be refunded if nomination is withdrawn before the withdrawal date. After that date, no refund will be allowed in any circumstances. The hardcopy of the demand draft with application form should reach the Returning Officer by midnight of 15th  June 2018. Soft copies and emails are not valid for this.
I. CONDITIONS OF ELIGIBILITY FOR OFFICE BEARERS:

One has to be a permanent resident of India continuously for last 5 years to be eligible to contest elections in IADVL with exception for those institutional employees who go on deputation/fellowship for not more than 2 years.

A. PRESIDENT ELECT:

(i) Shall be a member of the Association in good standing for the previous TEN YEARS during which period he/she must have no outstanding indebtedness to the Association.

(ii) Shall have a minimum experience of 15 years in the specialty of Dermatology, Venereology, and / or

Leprology, after having taken his/her post-graduate qualification in the specialty.

(iii) Shall be exclusively engaged in the practice, teaching and/or Research of these specialties of Dermatology, Venereology and/or Leprology.

(iv) Must have been actively involved in the affairs of the Association in an official capacity either at the Central level as Vice-President, Honorary General Secretary or Honorary Treasurer or at the Branch/Combined Branches level as President. The tenure of these positions should be complete at the time of application.

(v) The candidate must declare any conflict of interest as mentioned in the application form.

B. VICE PRESIDENT:

(i) Shall be a member of the Association in good standing for the previous SEVEN YEARS during which period he/she must have had no outstanding indebtedness to the Association.

(ii) Shall have a minimum experience of 10 years in the specialty of Dermatology, Venereology and/or Leprology after having taken his/her post-graduate qualifications in the specialty.

(iii) Shall be exclusively engaged in the practice, teaching and/or research of the specialties of Dermatology, Venereology and/or Leprology.

(iv) Must have been actively involved in the affairs of the Association in an official capacity either at the Central  level as Honorary General Secretary or Honorary Treasurer or Joint Secretary or at the Branch / Combined Branches level as President or Vice President or Secretary. The tenure of these positions should be complete at the time of application.

(v) The candidate must declare any conflict of interest as mentioned in the application form.

C. HONORARY SECRETARY GENERAL ELECT & HONORARY TREASURER ELECT:

(i) Shall be member of the Association in good standing for the previous FIVE YEARS.

(ii) Shall have a minimum experience of 10 years in the specialty of Dermatology, Venereology and/or Leprology after having taken his/her postgraduate qualification in the specialty.

(iii) Shall be exclusively engaged in the practice, teaching and/or research of the specialties of Dermatology, Venereology and/or Leprology.

(iv) Candidate for Honorary Secretary General Elect should have been a Joint Secretary or Treasurer or Secretary or Vice President or President at the State level or a Joint Secretary or Treasurer at the National level.

(v) Candidate for Honorary Treasurer Elect should have been a Joint Secretary or Treasurer or Secretary or Vice President or President at the State level or a Joint Secretary at the National level.

(vi) The Honorary Secretary General Elect and the Honorary Treasurer Elect must be proposed from the same state / area in this particular context.

(vii) The candidates must declare any conflict of interest as mentioned in the application form.

D. HONORARY JOINT GENERAL SECRETARY:

(i) Shall be a member of the Association in good standing for the previous FIVE YEARS during which period he/she must have had no outstanding indebtedness to the Association.

(ii) Shall have a minimum experience of 5 years in the specialty of Dermatology, Venereology and/or Leprology after having taken his/her post-graduate qualifications in the specialty.

(iii) Shall be exclusively engaged in the practice, teaching and/or research of the specialties of Dermatology, Venereology and/or Leprology.

(iv) Must have been actively involved in the affairs of the Association in an official capacity either at the Central level or at the Branch / Combined Branch level or a Central Council Member from a Branch for a minimum period of TWO YEARS either continuous or with breaks. The tenure of these positions should be complete at the time of application.

(v) The candidate must declare any conflict of interest as mentioned in the application form.

II. PROCEDURE FOR ELECTIONS OF OFFICE BEARERS:

i. The Electoral Roll will consist of all direct life members of the Association and members through a state branch or combined state branch and on whose behalf Central Fund Contribution (CFC) has been received at the office of the Honorary Secretary General by 31st March of the Association year, and who have no outstanding indebtedness to the Association.

ii. The candidates proposed for various posts shall confirm to the requirements laid down under Rule 26 and should also pay the nomination fees mentioned above.

iii. They shall be duly proposed and seconded by members in good standing who have no outstanding dues to the Association. The application should bear the candidates’ willingness and signature.

III. WITHDRAWAL OF NOMINATIONS:

The last date for withdrawal of nominations will be 15th July 2018. This shall be indicated in the information sent by the Honorary Secretary General to the nominated member. Non-receipt of a letter of withdrawal from the candidate by the Honorary Secretary General shall be considered as acceptance of the nomination by the member.

IV. VALID NOMINATIONS:

i. The Honorary Secretary General shall send a list of nominated members to the Election Officer by 16th July 2018. The Honorary Secretary General shall also inform all the valid candidates by that date.

ii. In case more than one candidate is found nominated for the post of President Elect, Honorary General Secretary elect & Treasurer elect and more than two candidates each for the post of Vice Presidents and Honorary Joint General Secretaries, a secret e- voting process must be undertaken to elect the office bearers concerned.

iii. Any candidate who has any objections about any other candidate or about the process of election in any way should intimate the same to the Election Officer by 31 July 2018, so that the same can be taken up in the Central Council Meeting (CCM) of the same year. No objections either about candidature or election process shall be entertained after this date.

V. BALLOT AND E-VOTING:

i.   No ballot will be dispatched as IADVL will henceforth be having only E -VOTING.

ii. The members shall cast their votes through the web portal integrated to the IADVL website. Member has to sign up and then log in to their profile in the website. Brief bio-data of contestants will be displayed on e-portal before a member finally casts his vote electronically.

VI. CODE OF CONDUCT:

i. Individual members cannot use IADVL central or branch organs like e-groups, web forums, etc., for

canvassing. They should not seek endorsement by state or zonal branches.

ii. Canvassing by any state branch or branches or by any group of IADVL members individually or collectively for any candidate shall not be permitted.

iii. Each one’s bio-data, not exceeding 200 words, along with his/her photograph, will be sent along with posted election materials and displayed on e-portal and on e-groups and printed in IADVL Newsletter to be released in CCM before member casts his/her vote. Complete list of e voters will be provided to

the contestants. 
iv. The candidates for the post of President Elect shall be invited to attend CCM at their expense and will be given an opportunity to address the members for 5 minutes each.

v. If any data in the bio data of a contestant printed is proved to be false, that candidate’s election will be declared null and void. In that event, the candidate who had secured the next highest number of votes will be declared elected. In case there is no contest for the post, the election will be carried in the concluding AGBM of the year.

vi. Any candidate breaking the code of conduct will be subject to punishment as below:

a. The matter will be referred to the Election Officer; this may be done either by the Returning Officer or by a candidate directly.

b. The Election Officer may take any of below actions if the complaint is found to be valid, and after giving adequate opportunity to the candidate to explain: (1) issue private warning letter if it is a first offence and in the opinion of election officer a minor offence (2) issue a public warning (announcements in e-groups) for a second offence or if it is a larger offence (3) disqualify the candidate for a third offence or a second larger offence.

c. This procedure shall be completed within a period of ten days. The decision of the Election Officer is to be considered final and should not be discussed publicly. The disqualified candidate will have the right to appeal to an Arbitration Committee against the decision of Election Officer, which shall be constituted by the President as per the provision of the Constitution. The Arbitration Committee shall give its decision within one week and that decision will be final. The candidate or any member on his behalf cannot raise the issue with general members in any of the e-groups.

VII. DECLARATION OF ELECTION RESULTS:

The official declaration of the election results will be after 7 days of counting the E- votes by the Election

Officer on e-groups and same will be available on website as well. The number of votes polled by various

contestants shall be announced and subsequently published in IADVL News. It should also be conveyed to the contestants, various state branch secretaries and Editor of IJDVL and IDOJ.

VIII. ELECTION FOR UNFILLED POSTS:

Posts for which no nomination has been received or remain unfilled for any reason shall be filled up by

election on the floor of the Closing AGBM at the subsequent DERMACON.

IX. ELECTION DISPUTES AND ARBITRATION:

All disputes arising with regard to the election of office bearers or any dispute among the member of the Association shall be referred to the Arbitration Committee to be nominated by the Central Council and further approved by the General Body. Five Immediate Past Presidents will constitute the Arbitration Committee. Its verdict shall be final and binding on all parties.

  Bids are invited from IADVL State Branches to host the 7th MID DERMACON in 2019 and 8th MID DERMACON in 2020 Preference in the bids would be given to smaller cities of India. However, if no suitable bid is received from such smaller cities, it can be allotted to any city.
When to Hold: Ideally in August 2019 and 2020

How to bid for MID DERMACON: Application of bids to hold the 7th MID DERMACON 2019 and 8th MID DERMACON 2020 should reach IADVL Honorary Secretary General by 15th June 2018. The eligible bids would be included in the evoting form for nationwide voting for deciding the venue. The bid should mention the venue, names of Organizing Secretary, Organizing Chairperson and Scientific Chairperson. Each bid should be endorsed by executive of the  respective IADVL State Branch. In case no bid is received till 15th June 2018, the venue would be decided in the Annual General Body meeting at Bengaluru in January 2019.

Guidelines of conduct of MID DERMACON: Duration - Two days, on a Saturday and Sunday. Saturday first day CME – topics of Clinical Dermatology/ involve SIG group/parallel workshop can be organised. Sunday – Second day of conference. For scientific program, local scientific team will be the main planner. IADVL Academy of Dermatology and Special Interest Groups (SIG) would coordinate and help the local scientific team in its implementation.

On winning the bid the organizers of the MID DERMACON should sign a memorandum of understanding with the national IADVL to accept rules in financial matters and conduct of MID DERMACON.

Winner of the bid would be announced / decided during the opening year AGBM at DERMACON 2019.

 The resolution must mention names of Chairperson, Secretary and Treasurer of Organizing Committee and the Scientific Chairperson and must be accompanied by properly signed MoU by Organizing team and State Branch President and Secretary. 

NB: The withdrawal of the bid can be allowed within 15 days of applying for the bid by a resolution passed by State GBM.
